
Information on Creve Coeur’s  
Residential Waste Program 

 
 

Definition of the services (We) or (GBT) Grimm Brothers Trucking must provide to the residents of Creve Coeur.  
 
All Residents must have all their Residential Waste or Recyclable Waste properly contained, this action will greatly improve the Villages Storm Water Management Program. 
By not allowing your Residential Waste or Recyclable Waste to be blown or washed away, this will substantially reduce the amount of pollutants released into your environ-
ment. 
 
GBT will provide Basic Service to all Residential Units located within corporate limits of the Village of Creve Coeur, and any additional Residential Units, which may 
hereinafter be annexed, erected or become operative within the corporate limits of the Village of Creve Coeur. GBT shall provide once per week collection and disposal of 
Residential Waste from all Residents. There shall be no limit to the amount of Residential Waste placed out by a Resident. All Residential Waste shall be placed in containers 
on the curb line. Garbage shall be placed in garbage cans with lids or 95-Gallon Tote Carts. The Garbage cans and bags shall have a maximum capacity of 32 gallons. Other 
Residential Waste may be placed in either garbage cans or Tote Carts, or boxes or baskets that will not break when wet or a size approximately equal to a 32-gallon garbage 
can or less. The cans, boxes, baskets, etc (except Tote Carts), when filled, shall not exceed forty-five (45) pounds in weight. GBT shall only be obligated to collect items of 
Residential Waste which are within the size and weight limitations specified herein. A business establishment shall be entitled to have picked-up each week not more than 
three 32-gallon receptacles. If a Business Establishment generates more than three 32-gallon receptacles per week, then the Business Establishment will be responsible for 
its own collection service. 
 
(1) - Garbage and Residential Waste:  

(GARBAGE) – Waste resulting from the handling, processing, preparation, cooking, and consumption of food, and wastes from the handling, processing, storage and 
sale of produce. 
(RESIDENTIAL WASTE) – any and all accumulations of the material from the operation of a home, which is not included in the definition of Garbage. Residential Waste 
means Garbage and the casual or occasional refuse which may be generated from a private household or business. 
  
  
All Residential Waste shall be placed in approved containers on the curb line. Approved containers shall include:  
(CAN) – plastic or galvanized metal can of a type commonly sold as a garbage can of a capacity not to exceed thirty-two gallons, and each such can shall have two 
handles upon sides or bail by which it may be lifted and shall have a tight fitting top. 
(PLASTIC BAGS) – Commercial Plastic Bags sold as trash or garbage bags that do not exceed thirty-two (32) gallons.  
(TOTE CARTS) - 95 gallon Tote Carts means a 95-gallon Tote Cart rented from GBT.  
(WEIGHT) – No can, bag, or bundle, except those items defined as bulky waste, shall exceed Forty-five (45) pounds in weight. This limitation shall not apply to Tote Carts.  
 
GBT shall provide once per week every other week collection and disposal of Recyclable Waste from all residents. Collection of Recyclable Waste for each Resident 
shall be on the same day of the week as the collection of Residential Waste occurs. There shall be no limit to the amount of Recyclable Waste placed out by a 
Resident. All Recyclable Waste shall be placed on the curb line. All Recyclable Waste shall be placed in recycling bins supplied by the Village or in other recycling bins 
substantially similar to those specified by GBT and are clearly marked Recyclables. 

 
 
(2) – Properly Contained Residential Recyclable Materials:  

(RECYCLE MATERIALS) -  steel, aluminum, and bi-metal cans, plastics marked #1 and #2 excluding containers that have contained hazardous or flammable 
chemicals in them, old Newspapers, clear glass jars that are properly contained in a recycle bin. All steel, aluminum, and bi-metal cans, plastics marked #1 and #2, 
clear glass jars must be rinsed out. It is not necessary to separate your Recyclable Waste placed in recycle bins. Please do not place plastic bags of any kind with your 
recyclable waste, they are not accepted by the recycling processor.  
 
All Residential Recyclable Waste shall be placed in approved containers on the curb line. Approved containers shall include: 
(RECYCLING CONTAINER (or bin) – The term “ Recycling Container” shall be an approved eighteen (18) gallon capacity plastic container provided by the City of 
Creve Coeur. 

  
GBT shall provide collection and disposal of bulky items such as household construction and demolition debris and furniture from all Residents who have notified GBT prior 
to desired pickup. GBT shall only be obligated to collect such items for which payment prior to pick-up has been made by the Resident at GBT business location 
 
Please give GBT a call during business hours listed below to assist you in disposing of other types of wastes and bulky items. 
We are responsible for billing and delivery and maintenance of the 95 gallon Tote Cart. This does not include any cleaning of the 95-gallon Tote Cart.  
 
GBT shall not provide collection and disposal of Residential Waste, Landscape Waste or Recyclable Waste on the following holidays: New Years Day, Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving and Christmas Day. In any week in which one of the foregoing Holidays occurs on a weekday, the collection day for any 
Resident whose regular collection day falls on or after such holiday may be delayed one day. GBT office hours are Monday through Friday, 8:00a.m. to 4:00 p.m., and 
Saturdays, April through October, 8:00a.m. to 12:00 noon except holidays listed above. GBT office is located at 1090 W. Jefferson St., Morton, Illinois. You can reach us
